ORDER

The Court has reviewed the application
and supporting documentation and concludes that the requested fees and costs are
reasonable and appropriate.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the receiver’s eighth interim application for fees

and expenses [Doc. #318] is granted.
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IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the following fees and expenses are allowed
and the receiver is authorized to make the following payments out of the assets of the
receivership estate:

(1) $111,320.07 in legal fees and $123.77 in costs to Thompson Coburn,

LLP;
(2) $764.14 in professional fees to Segue Equity Group; and

(3) $10,287.20 in professional fees to CliftonLarsonAllen LLP.
